Subject: Amendment to B 10 (2011) as regards MTLs

Dear TC 3/SC 5 Colleagues,
Thank you for providing your votes and comments on the 1CD of the Amendment to OIML B 10:2011 that we sent to you on October 21, 2011. We received only five votes in total. Out of these, three were in favor of the 1CD, 0 abstentions (which do not count as votes cast), and 2 against. As we also received a number of substantive comments along with the votes, we have decided to produce a 2CD that takes these comments into account,  and to consider the result of the vote on the 1CD as a preliminary vote.

The main comments referred to the fact that the 1CD did not explicitly contain provisions about the voluntary aspect of accepting OIML MAA Type Evaluation Reports and OIML MAA Certificates that incorporate test data from manufacturers’ testing laboratories (MTLs), or about conspicuously identifying the fact that such MTL test data was used (and identifying that data). We have accordingly modified/updated the Draft Amendment to now incorporate these points. Please refer to the compilation of comments that are attached in the file “Comments received and secretariat responses.pdf”.
We further note that some confusion has been expressed about the voting form. In particular, it was not clear enough that the voting line “PREFERENCE FOR AN AMENDMENT” “OR A REVISION OF B 10” is separate from your vote on the content of the proposed Amendment. We have revised the voting form accordingly so that it should be clear that only in case you vote “oui/yes” will we ask your preference about whether the modifications to B 10:2011 are done in the form of an Amendment (as is being presented here), or whether a full revision of B 10:2011 is required.
We kindly ask you to return the new voting form, and your comments on the 2CD, if any, to the TC 3/SC 5 secretariat before 10 May 2012.
